Commander’s Comments

Post 122 will be conducting a “Draw Down” fund raiser to coincide with St. Patrick’s Day in March.  This will be a lot of fun – and perhaps profitable! – for those participating.  The following are the rules of engagement for this event:
First of all:  What is a draw down?

It is very simple – it is the opposite of a raffle.  In a raffle the first ticket drawn wins, in a draw down the last ticket is the winner.

In our draw down there will be only 300 tickets sold.  The first ticket drawn will get their money back.  Also, the 150th ticket drawn will get their money back.  For the $25.00 price of your ticket you will receive a dinner for two (menu to be announced later). This is going to be a fun time!  All of the 300 numbers will be posted on the wall and will be removed as the numbers are drawn.  All the sold tickets will be placed in envelopes to prevent any perceived improprieties.  They then will be placed in the hopper and spun.  They will be drawn by a minor child (to be determined later). The numbers will continue to be drawn as rapidly as allowable.  There will be a break at the end of every 75th number drawn.  Once we have only 10 numbers remaining we will open up to those who are present the opportunity to bid on these remaining tickets.  This is subject to a couple of stipulations.
1. Once a bid is made one of the ticket holders must accept the bid.

2. 10% of the accepted bid will be deducted and given to the American Legion draw down fund.
3. Before any bidding is conducted we will poll those who still hold a ticket to see if they want to continue (they can opt to stop and split the prize of $2,000.00.)  This same procedure will continue until we have a winner or winners.

Tickets can be bought from any officer of the Post and are available from your bartenders.
